For ten years this
group cared for and adopted nearly 600 animals, always keeping their mission in mind. In addition, they had a vision
for the future, to build an animal shelter. In July of 1999 they achieved their goal due to the generosity of the busi-
nesses and people in our community. A shelter was built and was open to the public. Since that time, the Lakes Area
Humane Society has provided a safe and sheltering haven for over 11,000 animals that have been lost or abandoned.
